If you are looking for a short read and a wonderful
hour of respite from a stressful day | would recommend
the book SWAMI HARI: | am a Simple Forest Monk
by Daniel Hertz.

Mr. Hertz is a local author who is a regular contributing writer for
the Himalayan Path Yoga Journal, Nationally Certified (BCIAC) as
a Biofeedback Practitioner. In this 85 page gem of a book the author
describes with warmth and admiration Swami Hari’s cheerful and compassionate
personality, his profound teachings and his dedication to his main goal of building
the SRIVERM, a new school for basic children's education and adult vocational studies
to serve the poor Himalayan communities.

The book is short but insightful and is presented in a simple manner with larger
type-face and a dozen or so black and white photos. The simple presentation offers
the appropriate perspective to reflect on the stories of this humble monk whose life
seems defined by cheerfulness, grace, peace and an extraordinary appreciation of
nature.

A breath-taking picture of the entrance to the Tarkeshwar ashram, a 600-year old
sacred shrine where the Swami spent 15 years living and meditating in the mountain
forests, brings the senses alive with the smell of the forest pines and the sound of
song birds. This book teaches us that we can all benefit from the Swami’s simple
lessons: greeting the day with a smile, focusing on our breathing, appreciating nature
and forming the habit of saying ‘yes’.

It is inspiring to hear the author describe the Swami's positive attitude and his

lack of the word "no" in his vocabulary. The Swami made it a habit to always say
‘yes’ when he was asked to do something or was extended an invitation. He had
faith that every opportunity would eventually lead him closer to his goals even if
the positive outcome was not immediately apparent. It seems that we can all take
this lesson into our own lives to help us achieve a positive attitude and flexibility when
approached with new experiences.
